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I. Presentation  

CodeFluent Visual Studio Project Templates is a set of project templates that adds new project types 
to Microsoft Visual Studio 2008. 

 

 
 

Based on a chosen template, it will create a ready-to-use development environment. 
Available project templates are: 

¶ CodeFluent Base Solution: creates a solution containing the persistence layer and the 
business object model, 

¶ CodeFluent Services Solution: creates a solution containing the persistence layer, the 
business object model, WCF services, a smart-client object model to consume the 
generated services as well as the server and client configuration, 

¶ CodeFluent Generated Web Site Solution: creates a solution containing the 
persistence layer, the business object model and the CodeFluent generated web site, 

¶ CodeFluent Office Synchronizable Lists Solution: creates a solution containing the 
persistence layer, the business object model, and Microsoft Office Synchronizable lists, 

¶ CodeFluent Silverlight Solution: creates a solution containing the persistence layer, 
the business object model, WCF services, and a Silverlight object model to consume 
the generated services as well as the server and client configuration. 

¶ CodeFluent Full Solution: a solution containing all the projects described here-before. 
 
All created projects automatically contain the needed references and all Visual Studio Projects are 
mapped to use the corresponding CodeFluent output. Inversely, CodeFluent producers are 
configured to produce code in the created Visual Studio Projects. 
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II.  Installing  

A. Extract the archive  

The CodeFluent Visual Studio Projects are shipped as a ZIP archive which contains all the templates 
and an assembly containing the project wizard. 

Start by extracting the archive. Once extracted you should have a folder as follows: 

 

B. Place the solution archives in the Microsoft Visual Studio 
Project Templates folder  

Microsoft Visual Studio allows users to add their own custom project templates. To do so you need 
to add your custom templates in a specific folder. The path of the folder used by Microsoft Visual 
Studio can be found in the Tools > Options window, and then in the Projects and Solutions menu:

C. Install the DLL in the Global Assembly Cache (GAC) 

The CodeFluent templates use an external assembly that has to be installed in the GAC. To do so, 
open a Visual Studio Command Prompt (Start Menu > All Programs > Microsoft Visual Studio 2008 
> Visual Studio Tools > Visual Studio command Prompt), and in the command prompt go to the 
directory were you extracted the downloaded archive. 
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Then type the following command: 

$> gacutil /i CodeFluent.ProjectWizard.dll  
 
You should see the following output:

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III.  Uninstalling  

A. Remove the project templates  

Go to the user project templates folder (refer to II.B. of this document to retrieve the folder path) 
and remove all CodeFluent solution ZIP files. 

B. Remove the DLL from the Global Assembly Cache (GAC) 

Go to the Global Assembly Cache (%windir%\assembly). 

 

Right click on the CodeFluent.ProjectWizard assembly and click Uninstall.
